CAMERA PREPARATION
1) Disconnect the viewfinder and microphone connectors from the camera body.

2) Remove the (8) Philips head screws that secure the camera handle/viewfinder to the camera body.         
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CAMERA SETTINGS

· Attach camera handle and viewfinder.

· Begin with a fresh battery.
· Insert Memory Stick. Either blank for storing new scene files, or preset for recalling stored scenes.
· TIME CODE according to Post Preferences
· FILTER WHEEL = 1-D. (Clear/Daylight 6300K) Especially if your camera does not have the
 BKDW-701 servo installed.
· VTR = SAVE Mode
· GAIN = LOW. The housing is programmed to default all gain settings to –3, 0, +6, +12.
· OUTPUT = DCC ON. 
· MENU DISPLAY= ON. IMPORTANT! This setting, as well as the mentioned MAINTENANCE MENU page 11 <OTHERS 2>, will allow the user to recall the cameras menu via the viewfinder display.
· SHUTTER= ON
· MIC LEVEL = CHANNEL 1/ AUTO
· AUDIO IN= FRONT MIC. For external underwater hydrophone. If an external Audio Input is added, i.e. underwater communications mask, CHANNEL 2 is recommended. Set MIC LEVEL to MANUAL, CHANNEL 2 input to LINE, AUDIO IN to REAR. Adjust input level, while monitoring audio with headset.
· LIGHT=OFF in Daylight, ON for Night shooting.
· Confidence check (Once Again) Lens Back Focus
· POWER=OFF

· Remove handle and viewfinder
Locate the (4) Quick release plates and (8) Philips screws that came with the housing.





NOTE: While removing the camera handle,


 BE CAREFUL of the (2) connectors under the rear of the handle. These two connectors supply the handle with headphone output and tally, and will be used with the quick release system.





3) Using a small set of needle-nose pliers, gently disconnect the two-molex connectors from the camera body. (Figure 1)





4) Place the camera body “rear quick release plate” in position over the camera body, connect the 2 molex connectors to the appropriate sockets inside the camera body, place supplied foam insert over the opening, and secure plate using the original screws that were removed with the handle. (Figure 2)





NOTE: The supplied foam now acts as the cameras dust filter, which currently is located in the camera handle.





5) Use a foam insert for the “front quick release plate” and secure plate to camera body. (Figure 3)





6) Connect the 2 molex connectors to the “rear handle quick release plate”, and secure with 4 supplied screws. (Figure 4)





7) Complete installation by securing the last quick release plate to the “front handle” position.





8) Align the dovetail grooves on handle and housing (back to front) and slide into place until you hear it click.


To remove handle, lift up on the tab on the back of the handle and slide the handle back.





NOTE: It may be helpful to loosen the tension on some of the handle screws, align it on its quick release, and then tighten to assure a proper fit.
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
